Bertie Baigent, winner of the Grand Prize at the 2022 Rotterdam International 
Conducting Competition, regularly conducts leading European and international 
orchestras. He has been Music Director of the Waterperry Opera Festival since 2017 and 
made his debut at the Glyndebourne Festival in 2023. A former assistant to several major 
orchestras, he is also a composer. Born in Oxford in 1995, he studied at Cambridge 
University before continuing his training at the Royal Academy of Music. As a composer, 
his works have been commissioned and performed by major ensembles.
